I want to create a dreamy state of mind where one cannot judge what is real and what is fiction.

A sense that all is woven together without any bigger moral regulations.

In my artwork simple fabrications man and animal are participating in romantic scenery marked by relations and emotions. It is an inner imageries landscape. 

The bird is a recurrent theme in the pictures, in some cases depicted as a hybrid bird-female and in other works as the seducing swan in the Greek myth "Leda and the Swan". One can interpret the image of the bird differently and as in reference to the mythology of Greece the bird was also in some cases considered a death-helper.

The women reflect nature in different creations and environments. I often use women with their eyes closed. Those of sleep and the unconscious represent the borderland between dream and reality.

In some of my works I use collage techniques. 

There I see the possibilities in making the unexpected happen in the picture. 
The technique constitutes of printing, photography, drawing and sculpturing.

Colours, shape and light are combined with the motive. Many of the works in plastic are composed with settings of light so that the sculptural structure is accented. The composition of light together with the art also reflects and gives a whole spectrum to the sceneries of nature.
